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LOCATIVES IN AKJJSE (BAKOSSI)

This article presents Llocative expressions in Akoosse (Bantu
language A. 15b, spoken in Cameroon). It is divided into two parts:

The first part is a synchronic description of the locative
elements and their functions: the locative marker, Locative
adverbs, the comsecutive particle, the use of the element até
"in' in lexical formations, the locative interrogative pronoun,
ete. Then, the concord of locative expressions is related to
the general concord system, which shows evidence of the exis—
tence of locative possessive adjectives.

In the second part, the elements already described are con-
sidered from the historical point of view. A cevtain number
of hypotheses are proposed which remain to be confirmed in
the future. '
